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From Pastor Callum... (October 11)

Thank you so much for your constant prayer support and care. I truly am hum-
bled by your love. Thank you.

I met with the local medical care team on Monday. Mom is physically well
enough to be moved out of the stroke ward. She was moved to a different hospi-
tal within the same health authority on Wednesday. This is good news. However,
the hospital is about 30-40 minutes away, off one of the major national high-
ways. I’ve restructured my day so I can visit mom. Dad is feeling better (he
had a mild infection and a cold). He’s finished his course of antibiotics. On
Thursday I took him to visit mom for the first time in over a week. It was
lovely to see them together again.

Mom is still confused and now more frustrated, even angry, that she can’t be
discharged yet. Each time I see her, I tell her that the rooms at my sister’s
house are being renovated so she, dad, and their little dog can move in. Mom
repeatedly asks when this will be. At the earliest it will be the end of this
month, but because she will need to transfer between different health authori-
ties the inevitable bureaucracy could slow things. She struggles being in the
hospital and the fact that her cognitive abilities are now reduced doesn’t
help. In some ways, I’m the bad guy now because I tell her that I cannot bring
her home yet, but one day soon she will move to my sister’s.

House clearing continues. I’ve been wonderfully helped by several friends, one
in particular. However, this friend’s mom is visiting for the next week or so,
so I don’t have his help for that time. The house is looking “leaner”. The
main items to move out are larger, such as cupboards, beds, etc. Some of these
will not easily negotiate the sharp 90 degree turn on the stairs. (Yes, I too
wonder how they got upstairs in the first place - they were probably con-
structed in place - they are not easily dismantled.)

I’ve collected hundreds of photos and other family items, including numerous
concert memorabilia and souvenirs from my father’s global travels with his or-
chestra. I even found dozens of letters he wrote to mom when they were court-
ing! And there’s a reel film of when I first came home after my birth. I was
cute then...

Thanks so much for your prayers. I cannot express enough my gratitude to you
all. You are Christ’s church in action! Thank you.
